T
he WA3 is expanding its resource capabilities by

developing a corridor-wide Geographic

Information System (GIS). Oakland County,

Wayne County, SEMCOG and a team of students led

by research director Dave Martin from Wayne State

University are working with the WA3 to develop this

comprehensive database for the corridor. The project is

funded by a State Planning and Research Grant.

Once completed this fall, the Woodward GIS inventory

will allow the WA3 to map land parcels and work more

closely with community planners and developers to

identify re-development opportunities. The inventory will

also assist the WA3 in defining opportunities for historic

preservation to enhance Woodward's unique qualities as one of

America's Byways’ . The WA3 will update the system every six months to ensure the integrity of the data.

"There's tremendous value in producing something that has reciprocal benefit to the communities WA3 serves," said

oodward medians and public spaces suffered

this summer, as the heat turned grasses

brown and the effects of the Emerald Ash

Borer became increasingly evident as Woodward lost

hundreds of trees to the devastating bug.  

Additionally, a rough winter depleted funds from the

State that support maintenance work performed by the

Road Commission for Oakland County (RCOC),

causing a suspension in routine maintenance (litter pick-

up, pothole patching, mowing and other regular servic-

es). MDOT granted additional funds to the RCOC in

August in time for the annual Woodward Dream Cruise,

when 1.5 million visitors line Woodward Avenue. But the

issue remains with an inadequate level of annual fund-

ing. State funding for maintenance of trunklines like

Woodward has not increased since 1997.

"People don't realize what it takes to maintain roads like

Woodward until it stops and the neglect compounds,"

said Heather Carmona, WA3 Executive Director.  

Many Woodward communities contract independently for

Summer reinforces need for public space maintenance

maintenance services apart from the state. Others,

including Berkley, Huntington Woods, Royal Oak, Pontiac

and Detroit, depend on state funding. 

The Woodward Avenue Public Spaces Design

Framework Plan, to be adopted by all Woodward com-

munities, states that "a high level of maintenance be

given to Woodward" and it's likely this plan can help influ-

ence and encourage higher maintenance standards for

Woodward.

A
s most people were getting ready to retire for

the night on June 21, a flame ignited that cre-

ated one of the most dramatic fires in south-

east Michigan's history. With those flames, a part of

Woodward's automobile history was lost as the E-M-

F and Studebaker building burned to the ground. The

timeline of the building's tenants reveals its signifi-

cance in the history of the automobile industry, and

its importance to Woodward and the Detroit area.

Piece of Woodward’s history lost in fire
In 1906, Field, Hinchman & Smith architects designed

the building for the Wayne Automobile Co. Wayne

merged with the Northern Automobile Company in

1908, to become Everitt, Metzger & Flanders (E-M-F).

In 1910, E-M-F was acquired by the Studebaker

Corporation, and by 1911 E-M-F was second to Ford

Motor Company in the production of cars. 

From 1930-1960's, the building was the Chrysler

Corporation's John R Plant, a parts facility. From

1960's until the present the building

housed a number of small business-

es, such as auctioneers, auto parts

storage, importers and exporters, and

Piquette Market, the discount meat

and grocery retailer. The Internal

Revenue Service and the Detroit

Public Library Automotive History

Collection also used the building for

storage.   WWAA33
